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About Orton-Gillingham training…..

This 60-hour course and 10 observations comprise the training needed for the Associate level membership in the Academy of Orton-Gillingham Practitioners and Educators (AOGPE). The course includes materials needed to support the teacher in carrying out the approach in the classroom or in a special education setting.
Participants will complete three readings and responses/reflections, and create, revise, and role-play presenting lesson plans with their colleagues.  To receive a certificate of completion, participants must attend the full 60 hours of training. Additional readings are required for the Associate certification.  In order to increase retention of what has been learned, participants are encouraged to put their training into practice immediately with students.  
Participants wishing to complete the requirements for AOGPE Associate level membership will need to make arrangements for the supervised practicum with at least ten observations during an eight-month period. Observations within a 30-minute radius of SFCS can be done in person. Observations outside that radius will be done remotely.  A Bachelor’s degree is required for certification at the Associate level.
